Window treatments add value in terms of energy savings 

through winter and summer, by mitigating the entry of 

cold and heat; curtains are making a comeback, not 

just because they o�er a return to colour and opulence, 

but also because fully lined curtains reduce the e�ects 

of solar heat entering the home.

Meanwhile some products are tailor made specifically 

for their insulating abilities. Honeycomb or cellular 

blinds feature two layers of pleated fabric with a ‘cell’ 

structure between them, which captures the air to create 

an insulating barrier, creating a bu�er against both heat 

and cold. 

In other cases, conserving energy may be more about 

correct installation than the product itself. For example, 

roman blinds must be accurately fitted to the window 

on which they’re installed. Make sure you position 

your roman as close to the glass as possible and right 

up against the window’s surrounding wall. Meanwhile, 

adding a block out lining can add an extra layer of 

insulation as well as protecting the fabric from UV rays.

Fabric choice is also an important element of energy 

conservation. Roller blinds in a block out fabric can be 

used very e�ectively to control heat and glare. Many 

homeowners are now choosing dual roller blinds so they 

can block out or partially filter light and allow visibility 

depending on the time of day. 

Other products do have their energy saving properties 

if used in the right location and optionally in conjunction 

with other products. Venetians blinds, particularly 

in timber finishes, remain a window coverings classic 

and to some extent contribute to energy savings by 

enabling you to angle their slats to enable or prevent 

light entering the room. If the slats are closed, timber 

venetians can prevent solar glare and heat entering the 

house to some degree.

In light of market awareness of this issue, many suppliers 

now o�er cord-free solutions, such as child safe wand 

operated products that are operated using manipulable 

rod or ‘wand’ rather than cords. Others are spring-

loaded and go up and down when the bottom rail is 

pulled. Some product categories such as roman shades 

come with an option to remove the cords and instead 

use clips to hold the shades open..Many styles of window 

covering are now using these kinds of solutions rather 

than cords and indeed, going cordless is now considered 

the only way to be 100 per cent child-safe and pet-safe.

If going cordless isn’t possible however, there 

are still a number of ways to ensure the safety of 

window coverings.

Babies’ cots and children’s beds should be positioned 

well away from windows, and all blind and curtain cords 

should be kept out of reach. If possible keep not just 

beds, but all furniture away from windows, as small 

children are often tempted to climb. 

There are also a number of safety devices available to 

either remove the cord loop or limit access to cords. 

These include devices such as a tension device (either a 

chain tensioner or cleat). These are attached to the wall 

or floor, preventing young children from playing with 

cords or putting them around their neck.

Take note that simply securing the cord behind window 

coverings is not a safe option; children are still able to 

potentially reach and pull out those cords. However, it’s 

also important to note that correct installation is critical. 

Continuous cord loop products are only as safe as their 

installation; many people do not properly secure the 

cord-restraining device to the wall or floor, leaving the 

cords slack enough for a child’s head to fit through. 

It’s also very important to be aware that there are still 

products on the market that don’t conform to current 

safety standards and have long inner cords that can 

easily be pulled out.
